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Abstracts

This academic topic wants to find out why Rajagaha of Magadha has been
chosen as a place to comply the Buddha’s words, which incident happens three

months after the Buddha's death. Does the selecting of Rajagaha have any religious
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or political implications? 3 issues were chosen to analyze, namely 1) because of
Rajagaha is the starting point of Buddhism, 2) because of political stability and 3)
because it is the center of religious groups. The result of study shows that soon after
the Buddha's death, senior monks complied the Buddha’s teachings urgently. This is
considered a very important matter. Also, it can indicate the stability of Buddhism.
Therefore, those disciples have to rely on the monarchy for help and support. At
that time, King Ajatasattu of Magadha was considered more powerful than any other.
Another factor is that Rajagaha is the place of origin of Buddhism. Also, that is a
birthplace of many senior disciples who are trusted by the Buddha. Moreover,
Rajagaha is a collection of religious teachers who are influence on society at that

time.
